Some of the art of this 
renown American visual

sold.  Warhol was a 
leading figure in the visual art movement known 
as “pop art’”, and his work explored the 
relationship between artistic expression, adver-
tising and celebrity culture that flourished by the 
1960s.  Some of his best known paintings include 
the very familiar Campbell’s Soup Cans (1962), 
which serve, of course, as the muse for our 
resident artwork exploration this month.  Warhol 
was often described as the “bellwether of the art 
market”, and The Andy Warhol Museum in his 
native city of Pittsburgh is the largest museum in 
the U.S. dedicated to a single artist.
